	MACAU.  Macau is an associate member of the Asia Pacific Region of WOSM.  Macau is like Hong Kong in that it is now a part of China, but has special status and is allowed to preserve some of its institutions.  Macau was originally a Portuguese enclave in China with Portuguese Scouting, but was returned to China in 1999.  The three badges I have are larger than knot badges.  One vendor identifies them as trainer badges, a different vendor identifies them as badges for completion of Wood Badge Part 1. 
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	MALAYSIA.  Malaysian Scouting was founded in 1910 by Britons, and joined WOSM as an independent association in 1957.  The proper name is Persekutuan Pengakap Malaysia (Malaysian Scouts Association).  They have about 100,000 Scouts.  

	
	Malaysia uses ribbons rather than square knots, with the color of the ribbon coming from the ribbon on the award.  Below is an example of eight ribbons mounted in a plastic holder (reduced in size to fit the page).
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	Pau Voon SOON of Malaysia was kind enough to contact me and add a great deal of information and good illustrations of their medals.  I only put the ribbons here, if you want medal photos, contact me please.

(Spirit of the Rice) is like the man grown to the golden time of the full and fruitful harvesting of his talents; a gentle man, offering his best gracefully and richly, and bearing bountiful knowledge and wisdom in the service of his fellow men.  In August 1957, the highest Scout Award (for services of the most exceptional character) was named “Semangat Padi.”  The first one was personally awarded to Olave Lady Baden-Powell on April 5, 1958.

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	MALDIVES.  The Republic of Maldives, a set of islands in the Indian Ocean, were a British protectorate from 1887 until 1965.  It was natural that they would adopt British-style Scouting.  The only items I have seen are the three small knots to the left, identified as the 5-, 10-, and 15-year service knots.  They have about 5000 Scouts.

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	MALTA.  Malta is a small island in the central Mediterranean that was a former possession of the UK, famous in World War II for never being captured by the Germans.  They have about 2500 Scouts.  Of course, their awards scheme is based on the British originally, with modifications since then.  They grant most awards to uniformed members of the Association, a few to non-uniformed members.

Awards for gallantry are: 
The Silver Cross - granted only for special heroism or action in the face of extraordinary risk. Solid blue knot.
The Gilt Cross - granted for special heroism in the face of considerable risk. 
The Chief Scout's Commendation for Gallantry - granted in circumstances involving moderate risk. Blue and white knot.
Bars to the above mentioned awards may be granted for additional acts of gallantry. 
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Blue and green knot
	The Medal for Meritorious Conduct - granted to members of the Association who may not have been involved in risk of life, but who, through their exemplary conduct to an exceptionally , have displayed courage, endurance, initiative or devotion to duty, so as to better the ideal and image of the Scout Movement.  Green and red knot.
The Chief Scout’s Commendation for Meritorious Conduct is awarded in circumstances of a high standard.

	Outstanding and exceptional character award:  The Association Award is awarded in recognition of their work, services, personal involvement and dedication at the national and international level.  A maximum of four active Scouters, excluding Chief Scouts, shall hold the award at one time.

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	Awards for specially good service to the Scout Movement, according to the circumstances of the case may be granted to adult members of the Association. On receiving a higher award, a member no longer wears the lower award, and vacates that place.
The Silver Dolphin - the highest Award of the Association may be granted to adult members who have given over 30 years of exceptionally outstanding service to the Movement in any capacity. A maximum of four active Scouters, excluding Chief Commissioners, shall hold the award at one time.
Bar to the Silver Acorn - to holders of the Silver Acorn who have given an additional 5 years, at least, of further specially distinguished service. A maximum of four active Scouters shall hold the award at one time.
The Silver Acorn - granted to adult Warranted members of the Association who have given over 20 years of specially distinguished service.  A maximum of five active Scouters shall hold the award at one time.
Bar to the Medal of Merit - to holders of the Medal of Merit, who have given an additional 5 years, at least, of further specially good service.  No more than two persons may be nominated each year.  Green knot with gold arrowhead (FDL).
The Medal of Merit - granted to adult members of the Association who have given at least 10 years of specially good service as an appointed Scouter.  No more than five persons may be nominated each year, one from each district and one from IHQ.
The Chief Scout's Commendation for Good Service - granted to adult members of the Association who have given at least 5 years of good service to the Movement.  No more than 10 persons may be nominated in any year.  White and yellow knot.

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	Awards for service in Scouting are aimed at recognizing service rendered by adults in the Movement. These awards are separate and not related to the previously mentioned awards for good service to the Association and may be applied for, on a personal basis, by any Scouter.
The 5 Years’ Service Decoration - granted to adult uniformed members of the Association who have given FIVE years continuous and satisfactory service from the date of their first appointment.

The 10 Years’ Service Decoration - granted to adult uniformed members of the Association who have given 10 accumulated years of faithful and satisfactory service from the date of their first appointment. 
The Long Service Decoration - granted to adult members of the Association who have given 15 accumulated years of faithful and satisfactory service from the date of their first appointment. White knot.
The Bar to the Long Service Decoration - bars at 5 year intervals (20 - 25 - 30 - 35 - 40 - 45) may be granted to holders of the Long Service Decoration for further accumulated faithful and satisfactory service.  White knot with gold arrowhead (FDL) and the five year interval shows in the upper left corner.

The Chief Commissioner’s Personal Award is awarded to someone who in the Chief Commissioner’s opinion deserves recognition, but does not qualify for another award.  It is open to all members irrespective of age or rank, and is generally given to Scouters Emeritus.  The award is the Maltese Cross in purple with a purple border on silver.  

The reversed colors Maltese Cross is not in use at this time.  At one time, it was the >>>>>>>>>>. 

	
	The Scout Association of Malta also provides for the granting of a decoration to non-uniformed members of the Association. This is:
The Thanks (Grazzi) Badge - Awarded to non-uniformed persons in recognition of their work and personal involvement in furthering the aims of Scouting. The Thanks Badge may also be awarded on a Group or Section level as recommended by the respective Group Scout Leader in consultation with the District Commissioner. No knot accompanies this award, and it is not worn on the uniform.

	Wood Badge on Malta is recognized with the Wood Badge knot, based generally on the British example, but with the background color changing according to the section.  There is a disconnect in the information below, because I found no mention of the Touras section in the Malta Scout Association web site.  Treat this information with caution.  None of the information above was illustrated.

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100th Anniversary Commemorative Medal
	This unusual knot is for the Malta 100th Anniversary Commemorative Medal.  Note the “interlocked eyelet” design, which has been used nowhere else that I have a record of.  Applications for the medal, certificate and knot were received during 2007, and were issued during 2008, all dated 3 Nov 2008 as the centenary of Scouting in Malta.  The medal, certificate and knot are issued to uniformed Scouters, but not the knot for others.  Any past or present member over 18 may purchase the medal. 
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	MONGOLIA.  This country has already grown to 10,000 Scouts in the few years Scouting has been established.  

The first knot has been described as an Honorary Medal or an Honor Medal.
The second has been identified as the adult Falcon Award.  I have no information on its meaning or significance.  A reproduction called the Silver Falcon was seen on eBay in early 2014.
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	The blue knot on orange is the Gold Award for youth, the highest.  I have no other information.

The yellow knot on blue is the Silver Award for youth, second highest.

The yellow knot on green is the Bronze Award for youth, third highest.



	
	NETHERLANDS.  Scouting Nederland is the national association in the Netherlands, including the former Boy Scout and Girl Guide associations.  Total membership is in the vicinity of 100,000 youth.

	NEW ZEALAND.  New Zealand made a dramatic movement in 2001 toward an uncluttered, nearly badge-less uniform.  While in the past they used the UK figure eight knot system, they no longer sew them on their uniforms.  “A figure eight knot emblem representing a Scouting award may be added to the nameplate that is worn on the uniform shirt.”  New Zealand has about 25,000 Scouts.  The knots below are from colour scans provided by Edmund le Grelle, of the New Zealand Badgers Club.  They were in use from 1933-2001.

Medal for Meritorious Conduct.  A Bar is authorized.  1949-present.  
Certificate of Meritorious Conduct.  From 1949 (award) and 1957 (knot) to present.  
Chief Scout’s Commendation (Meritorious Conduct).  1969-present, blue and green knot.

	Good Service.  While the Medal of Merit and Chief Scout’s Commendation are recognizable, the other awards have had their names changed to uniquely kiwi cognomens.  Some knot colours have also changed.  NOTE:  New Zealand was a branch of the UK Scout Association until about 1956, therefore the UK awards were used until after that date.  In Part 1, some UK awards had Figure 8 knots on felt by 1922.  The earliest date shown for NZ awards is 1933, when the UK khaki knots came out.  Dates below are for the awards, knots were discontinued in 2001.
Silver Tui – Services of an outstanding character (1967-present, black and white).  Formerly Silver Wolf (1922-73, green and yellow knot). 
Bar to the Silver Tiki – At least five more years service (1967-present, light blue with arrowhead [FDL]).  Formerly Bar to the Silver Acorn (1954-67, orange with FDL) 
Silver Tiki – Twenty years distinguished service (1967-present, light blue).  Formerly Silver Acorn (1933-67, yellow to 1954, orange to 1967)
Bronze Tiki – Fifteen years good service, etc. (1994-present, green with FDL).  Formerly Bar to the Medal of Merit (1933-94, same knot).
Medal of Merit – Ten years good service, etc. (1933-present, green knot).  

Chief Scout’s Commendation – Five years good service, etc. (1969-present, white and yellow/gold knot).  
Leader’s Service Award – Three years good service and appropriate training for current position.


	             White knot
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	New Zealand had a white Long Service Decoration knot for 15 years service from 1949-66.  In 1969 it replaced adult service stars with a knot-like service strip on dark green illustrated below. These are the badges for five through forty years of service at five-year intervals.  The branches at the side are fern, possibly an earlier version of silver fern, which is a national symbol of New Zealand.  Beginning in 1990, youth earned a similar strip on teal, numbered 1-10.  Both were discontinued in 2001.
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	This is an older version of the Silver Tiki.  Something has happened to the left end of the knot.  Courtesy of Peter Ford.
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	NORWAY.  Norwegian Scouting started in 1911, and they are founding members of WOSM.  They have three associations, and somewhere about 30,000 Scouts.  I have two knots, courtesy scans by Peter Ford.  Geir Nordhus, a member of the Norwegian YMCA Scout Association tells me the green one is a Medal of Merit.  The other may be a Long Service.  I don’t know.  Note that the green one is not really a Figure 8.  If you tie it, with the standing ends under the loop on both ends, and pull it, it comes out an overhand knot.

	
	PHILIPPINES.  Philippine Scouting, of course, was initially American Scouting, as an overseas council in a US territory.  In 1936 the Philippines were set on the path to independence, and the US Scout council served as the basis for the Philippine Scout Association.  The association was reestablished after World War II, and the Philippines became independent in 1946.  They now have about 2,000,000 members.  Al Sakai provided an illustrated catalog from about 2000 showing many of the “bar” designs below and corrected an error of mine for the Leader Service Award.

	Eagle Scout.  This is a carrick bend.  The Philippine Scout association seems to have chosen to make some of their knots of the ribbon type, as illustrated by the Eagle knot.  The knot is 40mm X 19mm (1½” X ¾”).  Angelo Manarang has provided me with a 2011 update to almost all the knots below.  I have put the current knots on bottom.  They are a new design in almost all cases, of the ribbon type, and slightly different dimensions.  This knot is 38mm X 16 mm (1½” x 5/8”).  He also provided information on the ranking of the service awards.
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	Wood Badge.  The three Wood Badge knots are also ribbon type.  They are 46mm X 18 mm (1 13/16” X 11/16”.  The new knots are 38x16 also.

	Gallantry and Heroism.  I have two varieties, the earlier (extinct) being fully embroidered, the later a woven design, both more closely resembling traditional square knot design.  They are 38mm X 17 mm and 38mm X 15mm (1½” X 5/8”).

	Tamaraw (Bull).  Tamaraw is the Mindoro Dwarf Buffalo.  It is the highest volunteer Scouting award category in the Philippines.  It is equivalent to BSA’s Silver Buffalo Award. The highest award is the Tamaraw, then the Usa (Deer), then the Medal of Merit, finally the Service Awards.  Again, older embroidered and newer woven versions.

	Usa (Deer).  Usa or Deer is the 2nd highest category.  Usa is one of the earlier inhabitants of the Philippine forests and like Tamaraw, these animals are classified as endangered species in the Philippines.  I have five varieties here.  The first is a significantly older extinct variety, 47 mm X 20 mm.  The next is embroidered, and dated 1/99.  The next is woven undated, and last is woven dated 12/00.  Proportionate sizes are correct.  Because of labeling issues, I do not vouch for these dates, though I believe the sequence is correct.

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	Presidential Award emblem.  Angelo Manarang sent me a scan of this ribbon as the Presidential Award.  This is an uncommon ribbon, and will not be readily available.

	Religious Award emblem.  This ribbon came out about 2004 as a ribbon available to boys and adults of all religions who earn their faith’s religious award.  It is the only one of the badges I received in 2011 that is not a ribbon type.
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	Honesty. This item is 37mm x 18 mm (1 7/16” x 11/16”).  The symbolism of the Greek lamp is that of the philosopher Diogenes, who legendarily walked the streets of Athens in daylight carrying a lamp, explaining he was searching for an honest man.
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Bronze Lion
	SINGAPORE.  Scouting was officially inaugurated in 1910 by Britons.  It expanded to Malay and Chinese, and became a part of the British Scout Association.  With the independence of Singapore in 1966 it became a full member of WOSM.   They currently have about 10,000 youth and 900 leaders.  

The Association has a Gallantry Award for those who have displayed great personal effort or great risk in rescuing another person from danger.

The Association has six levels of good service awards:
Gold Lion - the highest award and service of the utmost distinction.
Silver Lion Star - excellence, patience and dedication whose contributions made a strong impact.
Silver Lion- served with great loyalty and significant impact.
Bronze Lion Star - untiring effort and worthy models for youth
Bronze Lion - dedicated to the cause of the Scout movement and been an inspiration.  Note the knot is green as is the Medal of Merit knot, probably a holdover from previous awards.
Chief Scout Commendation - good and worthy contributions to the movement

Friends of Scouting awards:
Gold Vanda - highest and unquestioned support of the Scout movement.
Silver Vanda - invaluable support of the Scout movement.
Bronze Vanda - strong support of the Scout movment.

Long Service awards:
Long Service Diamond - 50 years as an adult leader.
Long Service Ruby - 40 years as an adult leader.
Long Service Gold - 30 years as an adult leader.
Long Service Silver - 20 years as an adult leader.
Long Service Bronze - 10 years as an adult leader.

	
	SOUTH AFRICA.  South Africa was originally a part of the British Scout Association, but established their own Headquarters in Cape Town in 1909. Today there are about 13 000 Scouts in South Africa.  Consequently, their figure 8 knots have a direct correlation with those of the British Scout Association.  The awards are the same, with the exception of the Silver Springbok and the Silver Protea, in yellow instead of orange, having  significance to their National South African colours.  Peter Niddrie of the Western Cape Province has drawn my attention to http://www.scouting.org.za/capewest/heritage/Awards/Awards.htm where all the award medals, knots, requirements and Western Cape recipients are listed.  Interesting site!  Stuart Ravenscroft and his team did an excellent job.
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	Gallantry Awards.  
Cornwell Scout Award
This award is granted to Scouts under the age of 18 who have, in addition, an outstanding record of service and efficiency.
Cornwell Scout Badge.  The badge is an exceptional award in respect of pre-eminently high character and devotion to duty, together with great courage, endurance or gallantry.
Cornwell Scout Certificate. A certificate may be issued where the required standard for the badge is not attained.
Gallantry Award
This award is granted to SCOUTS, Scouters and persons holding designated rank, and also to Groups in cases of joint action.
Bronze Cross.  The highest possible award for gallantry, granted only for special heroism or extraordinary risk.
Silver Cross.  For gallantry with considerable risk.
Gilt Cross.  For gallantry with moderate risk.
Bar.  Bars to the above crosses may be granted for additional acts of bravery. They are indicated by a small bronze fleur-de-lys.
Certificate for gallantry.  A certificate may be awarded in cases which do not justify the award of a cross or a bar.
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	Meritorious Conduct
Awards for meritorious conduct are given in cases which may not have involved risk of life, but in which exceptional qualities of courage, endurance, initiative or devotion to duty, often under suffering, have been displayed.  They are applied for, and are granted to SCOUTS, Scouters and persons holding designated rank, and also to Groups in cases of joint action.
Medal for Meritorious Conduct.  

Bar.  Bars to the Medal for Meritorious Conduct may be awarded for further meritorious conduct indicated by a small bronze fleur-de-lys.
Certificate of Meritorious Conduct.  A certificate may be awarded in cases which do not justify the award of a medal or bar.
Chief Scout's Commendation for Meritorious Conduct.  A personal letter from the Chief Scout.
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	Merit Awards

Exceptional And Distinguished Service
Order Of The Silver Springbok.  Awarded to uniformed or non-uniformed members for service of the most exceptional character.  (Silver Wolf 1911-1959).
Order Of The Silver Protea.  Awarded to uniformed and non-uniformed members for specially distinguished services.  (Silver Acorn 1933-1959).

Yellow knot (This is orange in UK Silver Acorn).
Bar To The Order Of The Silver Protea.  Small bronze fleur-de-lys.  Used for all bars.
Good Service
Medal Of Merit.  Awarded to uniformed and non-uniformed members for specially good work for the Movement. Unless the case is an exceptional one at least seven years service must have been rendered by the candidate. In no case may specially good services of less than five years be recognised by the award of the Medal.
Bar To The Medal Of Merit.  Small bronze fleur-de-lys.

Bars to the Medal of Merit may be awarded for not less than five additional years of service of similar character.
Certificate Of Merit
Awarded to uniformed and non-uniformed members for good work for the Movement.  Unless the case is an exceptional one, at least three years of good service to the Movement must have been rendered by the candidate.
Chief Scout's Commendation
Granted by the Chief Scout to both uniformed and non-uniformed members whose services to the Movement deserve commendation.

The Chief Scout's Commendation takes the form of a personal letter from the Chief Scout, South Africa, commending the recipient for the services rendered the Movement. It is usually granted to persons giving outstanding service, but who have not yet had sufficient years of service to qualify for the award of the Certificate of Merit.

A holder of the Medal of Merit will not continue to wear it if awarded the Order of the Silver Springbok or the Order of the Silver Protea; and the holder of the Silver Protea will not continue to wear it if awarded the Silver Springbok.  In like fashion only one Long Service medal and bar is worn at any time.  
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	Long Service Medal. The Long Service medal is an award for long and faithful service. The decoration may be awarded to all ranks who have completed 20 years' service in any capacity in the Scout Movement, or to Scouters after 15 years' service, 10 of which must have been as a Warrant holder.  Bars for further long service may be awarded for a total of 30 years, 40 years, 50 years, 60 years and 70 years' service. Such bars take the form of a numeral worn on the ribbon on the original medal and on the relevant emblem, subsequent bars replacing the previous bar.

Provincial Long Service Awards in the form of cloth badges may be awarded to uniformed members who have completed 5 or 10 years continuous adult service in the Scout Movement. Lay members with similar service will receive a certificate depicting the award.
